1. Isaiah 59:2 but your iniquities have 
made a separation between you and your 
God, and your sins have hidden his face 
from you so that he does not hear. 

2. John 3:16 “For God so loved the world, 
that he gave his only Son, that whoever 
believes in him should not perish but have 
eternal life.” 

3. 1 Peter 3:18 For Christ also suffered 
once for sins, the righteous for the 
unrighteous, that he might bring us to 
God, being put to death in the flesh but 
made alive in the spirit, 

4. Acts 3:19 Repent therefore, and turn 
back, that your sins may be blotted out, 

5. 1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, he 
is faithful and just to forgive us our sins 
and to cleanse us from all 
unrighteousness. 

6. Matthew 7:21 “Not everyone who says 
to me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the kingdom 
of heaven, but the one who does the will 
of my Father who is in heaven.”

Behold, to obey is 
better than sacrifice, and to listen than the 
fat of rams.”

3. What does the Bible say about facing 
fear? I sought the LORD, and he 
answered me and delivered me from all 
my fears. Psalm 34:4 

4. What does the Bible say about 
renewal? Create in me a clean heart, O 
God, and renew a right spirit within me. 

Psalm 51:10 

5. What does the Bible say about a godly 
woman? Charm is deceitful, and beauty 
is vain, but a woman who fears the LORD 

is to be praised. 
Proverbs 31:30 

6. What does the Bible say about 
loving God and others? And he said to 
him, “You shall love the Lord your God 
with all your heart and with all your soul 
and with all your mind. This is the great 
and first commandment. And a second is 
like it: You shall love your neighbor as 
yourself.” Matthew 22:37-39 
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7. What does the Bible say about 
handling stress? do not be anxious 
about anything, but in everything by 
prayer and supplication with thanksgiving 
let your requests be made known to God. 
And the peace of God, which surpasses 
all understanding, will guard your hearts 
and your minds in Christ Jesus.

10. What does the Bible say about 
heaven? “He will wipe away every tear 
from their eyes, and death shall be no 
more, neither shall there be mourning, nor 
crying, nor pain anymore, for the former 
things have passed away.”
